Requirements and Expectations


The following is an outline of classroom procedures and student expectations for math class.  The student and his/her parent, or guardian, are to read this outline and return it signed to Mrs. Govoni on the following day.  
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Class Behavior


1.  Come to class on time and be in your seat when the bell rings.  


2.  Come to class prepared everyday.  NO passes with be issued to go to lockers.

3.  Be attentive and courteous to the teacher and other students.  If you wish to 

speak, please raise your hand.  Poor and inappropriate behavior will not be tolerated and appropriate disciplinary measures will be taken.


4.  The teacher will dismiss the class at the end of the period.  

5. When going to the restroom, students will be expected to leave their phone on their desk or in their   bag.

Homework


Success in mathematics can only be achieved through practice.  Studying mathematics is a way of learning how to think, how to reason and to use logic.  Your homework, as well as all work shown on tests and quizzes, should demonstrate a logical process of thought.  

1.  Homework must be dated with the page and problem numbers of the assignment.


2.  Homework will be checked at the beginning of class.


3.  Each homework assignment will be given one of the following grades:



3 :  Complete (ALL problems completed with work shown)


2:  Mostly complete



1 :  Incomplete/ format not followed



0 :  Not done, late or so poorly done so as not to warrant credit (for 

example answers only, no work shown)


Homework checks for accuracy will also occasionally be done. These will be problems completed in class as an individual. A grade of 3 will only be awarded if the problem/s are done correctly and with work shown. 
Notebook
Notes are given daily.  To keep an organized notebook the date and 

title/objective should appear before each days notes.  All tests and quizzes should be kept in a separate portion of your notebook to be used when reviewing material. A binder is recommended.
Make up work


All material (notes, quizzes, tests and class work) missed during excused absences must be made up by the student within a timely manner (see student handbook).  If the grade is not made up a grade of ZERO will be assigned.  Tests (since they are announced in advance) will be taken during class time on the first day back in school.  Work missed for an unexcused absence CANNOT be make up and will count as a zero.
